INSTRUCTIONS FOR ROVING RECORDER FORM

Period for breeding season coverage:
Ist April to 31st July [but casual records with probable or
proven breeding acceptable for other months e.g. for early

nesters like Raven].

Categories of breeding (species status):

See main part of card for details - all species

Note on defining a “Territory”:

Use code “T” if you note, for example, a singing male in
the same place on more than one visit separated by a least
a week; two or more singing birds audible at the same

time; or two males indulging in territorial squabbling.

Definition of species “using” a tetrad:

This means any species making use of the tetrad for any
purpose other than simply flying over. For example, gulls
flying over are not considered to be using it, but Swallows

taking insects in the air and Kestrels hovering are.

Nocturnal visits:

These are strongly encouraged, for 10-km squares as a
whole and for as many individual tetrads as possible. If
you visit a tetrad at night (or after dusk) to look or listen
for owls, Nightjar or Woodcock, but don’t encounter any
of these, please write NONOCT in the species column,
and add date and tetrad location - this will indicate that

the tetrad has received some nocturnal coverage.

Time of day:
Supplementary records from any time of day are useful but
please attempt dusk & nocturnal supplementary visits in as

many tetrads as possible in each 10-km square.
